About Grange Valley

Lying between the Moor Nook and Grange housing
estates and adjoining the formal park, Grange Valley is
an area of open grassland and wildflowers bisected by
Eaves Brook.

The valley provides habitat for a variety of wildlife
including numerous species of butterflies, birds such as
chaffinches, dunnocks, wrens, whitethroats,

sparrowhawks and kestrels, and small mammals such as
field mice, bank voles, hedgehogs and shrews.

The valley is also a site of historical significance, for on
August 17 1648 it was the scene of a decisive battle of
the English Civil War between the forces of King Charles |
and Oliver Cromwell’s new model army.

Directions to Grange Park

By car the park is sign posted off Ribbleton Hall Drive
parking is available along Glenview Close.

By bus there is a regular bus service operated by Preston Bus, leaving
Preston bus station stand No 8/9, to Ribbleton Hall Drive, a short
walk away from the park.
